The AKC Canine Good Citizen Program is designed to reward dogs who have good manners 
 at home and in the community. 

The Canine Good Citizen Program is a two-part program that stresses responsible pet ownership 
 for owners and basic good manners for dogs. 

All dogs, including both purebred and mixed breed dogs are welcome to participate  
in the AKC's Canine Good Citizen (CGC) Program. There is no age limit.  

All dogs who pass the 10-step CGC test may receive a certificate from the American Kennel Club. 

The CGC Test consists of 10 test items, and all 10 test items must be passed in order to apply 
 for the AKC’s CGCA designation. To view the 10 test items, click here  CGC TEST & PLEDGE  

What you will need: 

 Your dog’s comb or brush 

 A copy of your dog’s Rabies vaccination certificate 

 Your dog will need to wear a well fitted buckle or flat, or martingale type collar, 
      or a body harness which does not restrict movement. 

A  4 or 6’ leather or fabric leash. Retractable leashes are not permitted.
